Supplemental and area specific skills
development and annual Critical Firefighter Refresher sessions
will continue through direct coordination with our adjoining
resources.

A Wildfire Academy is held each spring through a partnership
with the College of Western Idaho (CWI) The Academy is
defined as the courses held during the week of May 215, which
are held on CWI Nampa campus. Tuition is listed separately.
